Having spent time looking at potential options for the proposed treatment to my teeth I'd like to submit this for your suggestions.
Upper teeth
9 = existing crown, I'd prefer to replace this with non-metallic abutment then an IPS EMAX crown, or a new non-metallic implant

11 = receding gum exposes sensitive area of tooth, a more permanent option maybe new crown to cover the tooth and exposed sensitive area?

12 = receding gum exposes sensitive area of tooth, a more permanent option maybe new crown to cover the tooth and exposed sensitive area?

13 = receding gum exposes sensitive area of tooth, a more permanent option maybe new crown to cover the tooth and exposed sensitive area?

I'd like new crowns across the upper teeth, probably from 4 to 12 closing gaps and with feasibly brighter crowns eliminating any gaps including the side edges

Lower jaw

30 = existing implant, gap to the rear gives concern as ill fitting creating a food trap, so I'd like a suitable replacement crown to solve this problem, possibly to include 31 to resolve the gap causing the foodtrap?

30 to 19 inclusive are all 'aesthetically challenged' being spaced apart and I'd like a solution to this problem noting that I am seeking a permanent solution, with my current belief this maybe by new IPS EMAS crowns throughout

To resolve the problem with the lower left teeth being widely displaced from a teenage extraction, (I am now 57), this is to ask if it would be possible to reconfigure this section by extractions of 21 and 19? and/or other? 

I mean to replace this then open by implants/crowns to create an even bite in this area of the mouth?

I would like to be able to eat/chew using all of my teeth for a change?

 

Where implants are required (since I will not accept any root canal treatment at any stage) I'd opt for non-metallic, and am open to suggestions for viable options here. 

Essentially, I'd hope to be pain/sensitivity free and without the usual need for toothpicks after meals related to the gaps between my rear teeth, and have a brighter/whiter aesthetically pleasing smile as a result of the treatment. 

I do not have any pain from the existing implant which still feels solid although I'd like the crown at least to be replaced as there is a food trap to the rear of the tooth that is frustrating. 

I do not want any root canal treatment on the sensitized teeth

I tend to chew on my back teeth only. 

I've not noted any click or noise when I open and close my jaw

This x ray was made with my front teeth biting on a plastic fixture to remain still throughout the procedure.

My upper front teeth are slightly forward of the lower jaw front teeth.

I'd also prefer not to have such large gaps between some of the rear teeth which creates food traps.

Ultimately I'd like to have a much improved smile with the best permanent solution for this available.

I appreciate you may have other ideas on how to approach this treatment so I await your suggestions and ask can you include fully inclusive price options for the treatment package for each suggested case. 
Possibly you consider full extractions for a complete implant/dental makeover?
